Artists Union. Dr. Hare has been inducted into the Hall of Fame of her high school alma
mater, Booker T. Washington High, was given a Presidential citation from the National
Association for Equal Opportunity in Higher Education and was named one of the ten most
influential African Americans in the San Francisco Bay Area.
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Dr. Hare taught elementary school in Chicago, Illinois, served as the director of educational
programs at the Oakland Museum and later hosted talk shows for both ABC television and
KSFO radio stations. She also served as the public relations director in the local federal
housing program in San Francisco.

Her formal education includes a B.A. in music from Langston University of Langston,
Oklahoma,; a M.A. degree in music education from Roosevelt University located in Chicago,
lllinois and a Ph.D. in education from the California Coast University in Santa Ana,
California.
